Reasons to Call and Page
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Fever of 102(F or higher.  If taking temperature under the armpit, add one degree to the temperature you are reading.  Ear or temple thermometers are thought to be accurate readings of core body temperature
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Rash or skin eruption covering multiple parts of the body that is new or sudden.  This may be associated with other symptoms such as fever or diarrhea.
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Difficulty breathing, cough that causes vomiting or choking, or respiratory distress
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Diarrhea or vomiting that is new or sudden, and/or in conjunction with other symptoms
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Jaundice or other skin color changes
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Significant changes in urination or bowel movements, especially if there is little to none of one or the other for more than a day (newborn) or a week (older infant/child)
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Significant changes in behavior, especially lethargy or loss of appetite
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Reactions to treatment, medication, or vaccination
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Exposures to serious or contagious illnesses, hazardous chemicals or other toxins, or people who are at risk from becoming ill from you or your child
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Acute injury, open wounds, broken bones, or other bodily damage

Many of these concerns may warrant a visit to the ER and/or Children’s Hospital.   If it is a life-threatening emergency, your child is unconscious or bleeding, or your are unsure about whether it is safe to stay home, please call 911 or take your child immediately to an urgent care facility.  This list is also not exhaustive; if you are concerned, please call!
